ZONING BYLAW AMENDMENTS
Housing Accelerator Fund - Phase 1

Regina City Council intends to consider amendments to The Regina Zoning Bylaw, 2019 related to
the Housing Accelerator Fund.

REASON - Multiple text amendments are proposed to the Zoning Bylaw to implement the
Housing Accelerator Fund initiatives, intended to increase certainty for housing development
within the City of Regina.

Motor Vehicle Parking Regulations: The requirement to provide motor vehicle for a development
is proposed to be a recommendation,

Four-Unit Development: Allow for four-unit development in all residential-zoned lots within the
Intensification Boundary in the City of Regina.

Height Increases: RL — Residential Low-Rise Zone, RH — Residential High-Rise Zone, ML —

Mixed Low-Rise Zone, MH — Mixed High-Rise Zone, MLM — Mixed Large Market Zone, DCD-D
—Downtown, DCD- CS - Centre Square, and DCD-WH Warehouse are all having proposed height
limit increases. In general, height that is currently available through a Discretionary Use is
proposed to be available through a permitted use.
